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Izlozba i radionica Virapéanski jastuci tre-
¢i su segment projekta Destigmatizacija.
Cjelokupni projekt, razvijen u suradnji s
pacijentima Psihijatrijske bolnice Vrapéei
suradnickim timom, koji je 2010. pokrenu-
la ummjetnica Andreja Kuluncic¢ s psihote-
rapeutkinjom Dubravkom Stijacic, bavi se
praoblemom diskriminacije i predrasuda
prema ljudima koji boluju od dusevnih po-
remecaja i bolesti. Projekt je usmjeren na
njihovo osnazivanje, na nacin da oni, kao
pacijenti bolnice, sami budu akteri proce-
sa destigmatizacije u javnosti.

Jastuci su osmisljeniiizradeni na radioni-
cama u Bolnici Vrapce, u suradnii s dizaj-
nerskim timom kuna z/atica i voditeljicom
kreativnin radionica Vlatkom Prstacic.
Promoviranje jastuka kroz medijsku kam-
panju kao dio projekta, javni je govor o
tabuiziranoj temi Vrapca i psihijatrijskih
pacijenata.

U akciju se moglo ukljuciti preuzimanjem
jastuka i postavljanjem svojih fotografi-
ja s jastukom u razli€itim situacijama i na
raznim lokacijama na facebook stranicu
projekta www.facebook.com/vrapci.org/
ili kupnjom jastuka od Udruge za psihoso-
cijalnu pomoc i rehabilitaciju sa sjedistem
u Bolnici Vrap&e, putem facebook aukcije.

Za vrijeme trajanja izlozbe u Galeriji Fo-
rum rekonstruira se proces izrade jastuka
koji se inace i dalje Siju u okviru terapijskih
radionica u Bolnici Vrapce.

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Introduction

The exhibition and workshop Vrapce
Piflows form together the third part of
the Destigmatisation project. The whole
project, developed in collaboration with
patients of the Vrapce Psychiatric Hos-
pital and a team of associates, launched
in 2010 by artist Andreja Kulunéi¢ with
psychotherapist Dubravka Stijacic, deals
with the problem of discrimination of and
prejudice about people who have mental
disorders andillnesses. The projectis ai-
med at empowering them, through their
becoming themselves, as patients of the
hospital, actors in the process of desti-
gmatisationin the public eye.

The pillows were devised and made at
workshops at Vrapce Clinic, in associati-
on with the kuna zlatica design team and
leader of the creative workshops Vlatka
Prstacic. Promoting the pillows through
a media campaign is part of the project,
speaking outin public about the taboo to-
pic of Vrap€e and its psychiatric patients.
The entry point to involvement in the
campaign was adopting a pillow and
putting one’'s photographs with the pillow
in various situations and at various locati-
ons on the Facebook page of the project
- www.facebook.com/vrapci/org/ or by

purchasing a pillow from the Association
for Psychosocial Aid and Rehabilitation,
headquartered in Vrapée Hospital, via a
Facebook auction.

While the exhibition in Forum Gallery is
on, the process of making the pillows
will be reconstructed; they are still being
sewn within the context of the occupati-
onal therapy workshops at Vrapce Hos-
pital. Visitors to the exhibition will be able
to take part in making them, or buying pi-
llows, and in this manner contributing to
the process of destigmatisation. Earnin-
gs from the sale of the pillows are meant
for the Assaciation for Psychosocial Aid
and Rehabilitation that helps the patients
in Vrapée Hospital.

Prvu suradnju s Andrejom Kulunéi¢
ostvario sam kao ravnatelj Umjetnicke
galerie Dubrovnik jo§ pocetkom ovog
tisuclieca, na projektu francuske ku-
stosice Catherine David Dubrovnik ovdje
i drugdje. Autorica je okupila mlade me-
dunarodne umijetnike (iz Austrije, Grcke,
Francuske, Libanona, Ekvadora...) koji u
svom radu aktivno promisljaju prostor i
drustveni zivot na razli€itim dijelovima svi-
jeta, a zadatak je bio — upoznati Dubrovnik
i, na temelju svojih ranijih iskustava i naci-
na djelovanja, osmisliti rad koji ce biti re-
ferentan na lokalne prilike. Andreja je bila
jedina domaca predstavnica, no iza sebe
je vec tada imala brojne znacajne medu-
narodne akcijeiizlozbe (uz ostalo biljezila
je i nastup na kasselskoj Documenti), pa
je taj dubrovaéki projekt i zavrsna izlozba
iz 2003. - pogotovo ima li se u vidu vise
nego dojmljiv popis i znacaj njezinih ka-
snije realiziranih radova - za nju bila tek
manija, jedva spomena vriiedna epizoda.

Noi taj ‘mali’ projekt omagucio mije uvid u
njezin jedinstveno promislien i sabran na-
cinrada. Impresionirala me je tada njezina
sposobnost da u vrio kratkom vremenu
snimi ambijent, uspostavi kontakt s pu-
blikom i tamosnjim umjetnicima (njezina

tema bila je upravo Galerija i njezini kori-
snici, njihov dozivljaj statusa umijetnosti
u Gradu te afiniteti u odnosu na sadrzaje
koje Galerija prezentira), da realizira in-
terviue s nekima od njih, da formira tim
lokalnih suradnika razliGitih profila {maj-
stor stolar, tv-snimatelj, psiholog, socio-
log...), da sama oblikuje potrebnu opremu
i namjestaj za prezentaciju svog rada, da
uspostavi simbali€nu knjiznicu, organizira
anketu... Sve je to, uz moju skromnu asi-
stenciju, prilagodavajuci se ograni¢enim
produkcijskim mogucnostima te maksi-
malno racionalizirajuci vrijeme i potrebne
operacije, realizirala u ciglih nekoliko dana
uociizlozbe.

Sposobnost hitrog detektiranja i ulaska u
bit socijalnih obiljezja pojedinog prostora,
a potom brzog oformljavanja mreze su-
radnika koja ¢e omoguditi rastikontinuitet
kompleksnog organizma rada, njegovu
drustvenu penetrantnost i stvarno djelo-
vanje, osvjestavanje i saniranje zatecenih
boljki, Andreja je pokazala u niz navrata, u
najrazliitiim dijelovima globusa. Cesto,
riie€ je o projektima koji zahtijevaju du-
gotrajan, katkad visegodi$nji angazman,
rad sa skupinama razli¢itih profila ljudi
koji podrazumijevaju provociranje i razot-

krivanje najmocnijih gradskih i drzavnih
institucija (od galerija, zatvora, do opéina
i parlamenata) u Madarskoj, Austriji, Svi-
carskoj... Upotrebom naslovnih i sadrzaj-
nih parafraza, ironije, inverziie... u projek-
tima koji svojim subverzivnimg nabojem
denunciraju drustvene anomalije (Bo-
sanci van!, 1 franak = 1 glas, Samo za Au-
strijance..), koristeci galerije i druge javne
prostore te sredstva poput lightboxova,
kolodvorskih displayeva, novina i drugih
suvremenih masmedija, interneta, drus-
tvenih mreza itd., umjetnica vrsi snaznu
difuziju informacije, ostvaruje komunika-
Ciju na Sirokom planu, omogucuje stvarnu
uéinkovitost, inicira drustvenu promjenu.
Sliéna sredstva i metode upotreblieni su i
u projektu Vrapcanskijastuci kojije poslje-
dica petogodidnjeg (!) rada s pacijentimai
osobliem zagrebacke klinike Vrapée, te
vanjskim suradnicima. Rad na amortizira-
nju opéeg zazora prema dusSevnoj bolesti
odvijao se u razlicitim formama, a zavr§no
se profilirac u vidu izrade i distribucije ja-
stuka kao sredstva terapije za same paci-
jente te kao predmeta-medija solidarno-
stii dielatnog procesa destigmatizacije.
Nakon ranijih akcija posudivanja jastuka,
druzenja povodom njih, grupnih fotogra-



firanja i objavijivanja slika na facebooku,
ova galeriska prezentacija, uz prikaz
dosadasnijih zbivanja i medijskih odjeka,
ukljuéuje i radionicu u kojoj, osim strucnih
osoba sudjeluju i bivsi pacijenti te, pre-
ma vlastitim zeliama, posietitelji izlozbe.
Jastuci se mogu kupiti, a dobiveni novac
koristi se u svrhu pomoci pacijentima. Ti-
jekom izloZbe odrzano je vise predavanja
irazgovora na teme duSevnih tegoba i nji-
hovih lije€enja, a cijelokupna zbivanja po-
novo su obilno medijski popracena. Tako
je ova izlozba uz pripadajuc¢a dogadanja
ostvarila funkciju refeja ideje i aktivnosti u
ciliu destigmatizacije zapocete 2010. go-
dine.

Kada sam 2014. planirao ovu izlozbu, za-
mislio sam je kao samostalan nastup An-
dreje Kulungi€, no u meduvremenu, njezi-
no se ime povuklo u pozadinu i uklopilo u
autorski tim od pet protagonistica projek-
tauz joS nekolicinu suradnika, a kao koau-
tori jastuka navedeni su i pacijenti bolnice
Vrapce. Tu €injenicu je vazno naglasiti jer
ona indicira bitne atribute karaktera ovog
rada odnosno stremljenje stvarnom drus-
tveno-umjetnikom djelovanju. Pri tom,
tradicionalno individualno umijetniéko
autorstvo se povlaci u drugi plan, umjet-
nicki ego je u suspenziji. Umietnici, ini se,
postaje vaznija organizacija, ucinkovitost,
svrha zamislienog projekta nego viastito
eksponiranje.

Isama umijetnost u ovom je slucaju samo-
zatajno mimikrirana u korist efikasnosti
drutvene akcije i zelie za promjenom na-
bolie. Tako suunekimjavnim razgovorima

i prikazima ovog projekta medijski djelat-
nici posve previdjeli njegovu umjetnicku
inicijativu i genezu, no autorica tu éinjeni-
cu ne dozivljava kao hendikep.
Valjaistadiibitnu distinkciju ovog markan-
tnog i bogatog, globalno prisutnog opusa
u odnosu na mnoge, na prvi pogled sliéne
radove tzv. 'drustveno angazirane' umjet-
nosti. Sviesno ili manje svjesno, neki s ne-
skrivenim predumisijajem 'konstruktivne’
okrutnosti nekrosadistickog pristupa u
tretmanu socijalno hendikepiranih bica, a
mnogi bez startno loSe namjere, umjetnici
navedene orijentacije tematiziraju bijedu |
boli suvremenog svijeta kako bi zadovoljili
imperative odredenih odredenih aktual-
nih trendova odnosno kustoskih oceki-
vanja ili €ak narudzbi te tako dobili na via-
stitoj vidljivosti. Ugrozene skupine, zrtve
drustvenih segregacija, obiteljskih, ratnih
i drugih okolnosti, ti ‘angazirani' autori tre-
tiraju kao zahvalan materijal, potvrdujuci i
prolongirajuci svajim akcijama njihov sta-
tus, sve u svrhu, misle, njihova vlastita spa-
senja, za njihovo vlastito dobro. No ako se
pritom i ukljuCuje izviestan obzir, iskazuje
empatija prema tim subjektima artistic-
ke obrade, bavljenje njima obiéno je jed-
nokratno, Zrtve ostaju vise-manje ono §to
suigdje su bile, a umjetnik po svjetskim ili
manje svietskim galerijama izlaze svoje
trofeje gradedi artisticko-'humanitarny’
karijeru.

Djelo Andreje Kulunéié niposto ne treba
brkati s takvim slucajevima. Osim Spo-
menute samozatajnosti, njezini projekii
u startu podrazumijevaju svijest od opa-

snosti neopreznog pristupa. U ovom
sluéaju, primjerice, pacijente se stitilo od
nepotrebnog i Stetnog eksponiranja, og-
nosno balansiralo se njihovu nazoénost
primjereno njihovim potrebama i afiniteti-
ma.

No u ciliu postignuca nedvojbenog po-
zitivnog u€inka i promjene, kako onih koji
trpe (drustvenu) nesrecu tako i njihove
okoline, umjetnica opcenito izbjegava i
viSak sentimentalnosti te nepotrebni |a-
ment. Naprotiv, upotrebljava sva ona um-
jetnosti imanentna sredstva i vrijednosti:
duh, invenciju, kriticnost, apsurd, humor,
ironiju... Stovise, osmisljava i konstruktiv-
nu, suvremenim medijima posredovanu
drustvenu zabavu putem koje upozorava
na probleme i provocira pozeljne reakcije.
Andrejin rad prepoznajemo kao nastavak
i suvremenu inacicu kreacije socialne
skulpture, difuznog i sveobuhvatnog dje-
la koje je najavio i na specifi€an nacin u
pro&lom stolie¢u afirmirac Joseph Beuys.
U tom smislu, kao §to je vec receno, svoje
dielovanie ova umijetnica shvaca kao ani-
maciju, kao pokretanje mehanizma koji ce
omoguditi proces transformacije, drus-
tvenog ozdravljenja.

Pa i onda kad pokreta¢ iz ovih il onih ré‘
zloga vise nije prisutan, indukcijom te st-
muliranjem svijesti i kreativnosti brojnih
pridruzenih sudionika i aktera, ideja i pro-
ces opstaju kao samoodrzivi pogon.

art from the shadow

antun maracic

The first time | worked with Andreja Ku-
lun¢i¢ was during the time | was director
of the Museum of Modern and Contem-
porary Art in Dubrovnik, back at the be-
ginning of this century, on a project of
French curator Catherine David called
Dubrovnik Here and Elsewhere.

She had brought together young artists
from all over the world (from Austria,
Greece, France, Lebanon, Ecuador..)
who in their work were actively ponde-
ring on space and social life in various
parts of the world. The task was to get to
know and, on the basis of one's own ear-
lier experiences and manner of work, to
think up a work that would have relevance
to the local conditions. Andreja was the
only representative of Croatia, but she
already had behind her numerous impor-
tant international actions and exhibitions
(including an appearance at Documenta
in Kassel), and this Dubrovnik project and
the final exhibition of 2003 - particularly
when one bears in mind the more thanim-
pressive list and importance of her works
produced later on - were for her a minor
episode, almost hardly worth mentioning.
But also this ‘little’ project enabled me
to get an insight into her uniquely highly

deliberated and composed manner of
work. | was impressed by her ability in a
very short time to take a snapshot of the
setting, to make contact with the audien-
ce and the artists of the city (her theme
was actually the Museum and its users,
their perception of the status of art in the
city and their affinities as against the con-
tents being shown in the Museum), to in-
terview a number of them, to form a team
of local associates of various profiles (a
master carpenter, a TV camera operator,
a psychologist, a sociologist...), to design
for herself the equipment and furnishing
necessary for the presentation of her
work and to set up a symbolic library and
organise the administration of a questio-
nnaire. All this, with my modest assistan-
ce, while adapting herself to the limited
production capacities and rationalising
to the utmost the time and the operations
needed put on the operation in just a few
days prior to the exhibition.

Andreja has shown, time after time, in
various parts of the world, an ability ra-
pidly to detect and then get into the es-
sence of the social characteristics of a
given space, and then quickly to form a
network of associates to make possible

the growth and continuity of the complex
organism of a work, of its social penetra-
tion and real effectiveness, making peo-
ple aware of and then making good the
problems found. Often these have been
projects requiring long-lasting, perhaps
years-long, engagement, with groups of
different profiles of people; works that
necessitate the provocation and unco-
vering of the most powerful institutions
in a state or a city (galleries, jails, councils
and parliaments) in Hungary and Austria
and Switzerland and so on. With the use
of titles and contents that use paraphra-
se, irony and inversion, in projects that
with their subversive charges denounce
social anomalies (Bosnians Qut!: 1 franc
= 1 vote; Only for Austrians..) employing
galleries and other public spaces as well
asresources like lightboxes, railway stati-
on display panels, newspapers and other
contemporary mass media, the Internet,
social media and so on, the artist brings
about a powerful diffusion of information,
communicates over a wide area, enables
real effectiveness, initiates social change.
Similar means and methods are used in
the project Vrapée Pillows, the outco-
me of five years (!) of work with patients



and staff of the Vrapée Clinic in Zagreb,
as well as with outsourced consuftants.
The work on palliating the general repu-
gnance felt towards mental illness unfol-
ded in various forms, and finally took the
shape of the making and distribution of
pillows and cushions, acting as therapy
for the patients themselves, as well as
objects of and media for solidarity and an
efficacious process of destigmatisation.
After the various early campaigns in
which pillows were lent out, became the
occasion for socialisation, group photo-
graphy and the publication of the photos
on Facebook, this gallery presentation,
with a depiction of the events and media
echoes to date, also includes a workshop
in which, apart from experts, former pa-
tients take part and, if they want, people
visiting the exhibition. The pillows can be
bought, and the money obtained is used
to help the patients. During the exhibiti-
on, there were several lectures and talks
about the theme of mental problems and
their treatment, and the whole event was
once again amply covered in the media.
And so this exhibition, with the ancillary
events, took on the task of relaying the
ideas and activities for the sake of desti-
gmatisation that were started in 2010
When in 2014 | planned this exhibition, |
imagined it as a solo appearance by An-
dreja Kulunéi¢ but in the meantime her
name had gently faded into the backgro-
und and had fitted into an authorial team
of five leaders of the project, with a few
other associates, while the patients of

Vrapce were listed as pillow co-authors.
It is important to emphasise this fact, be-
cause it indicates the essential attributes
ofthe character of the work, thatis, the as-
piration for real social and artistic activity.
Traditional, individual artistic authorship
withdrew into the background, the artist
egobeing suspended.ltseemsthattothis
artist the organisation, the effectiveness
and the purpose of the project conceived
are more important than being featured in
herownperson. The actualartinthiscase
is retiringly mimicked to the benefit of the
effectiveness of the social campaign and
the desire for a change for the better.
Thus in some public discussions and re-
presentations of the project, people in
the media entirely overlooked its artistic
initiative and genesis, but the author does
not experience this fact as any drawback.
Also worth emphasising is the essential
distinction of this strikingand rich, globally
present ceuvre from many works of what
is called 'socially engaged' art that at first
glance seem similar. Either deliberately or
less deliberately, some with unconcealed
premeditation of ‘constructive' crueltyina
necrosadistic approach to the treatment
of socially handicapped persons, and
many without any bad intentions at the
start, artists of this orientation take as their
themes the wretchedness and pain of the
contemporary world, in order to comply
with the imperatives of certain contem-
porary trends or curatorial expectations
or commissions and thus gainin personal
visibility. These engaged authors treat

the vulnerable groups, the victims of go-
cial segregations, of familial and bellige-
rent and other circumstances as rewar-
ding material, confirming and prolonging
this status through their actions, all for
the sake, they think, of their own personal
salvation, their own good. But if a certain
amount of compunctionisincluded, if em-
pathy is expressed for these subjects of
artistic processing, the engagement with
them is usually short-lived, one-off, and
the victims remain more or less what and
where they were, and the artists continue
to exhibit their trophies in major or less
major galleries around the world, building
up their artistic and ‘humanitarian' career.
The work of Andreja Kulunci¢ must in no
way be confused with such cases. Apart
from the mentioned self-effacement, her
projects at the beginning take for gran-
ted the awareness of the dangers of an
incautious approach. in this case, for
example, the patients have been shielded
from unnecessary and harmful exposuré
(that is, they were featured personally to
the extent appropriate to their needs and
affinities).

For the objective of attaining some in-
dubitable positive effect and change, of
those who suffer this social misfortune
and of their immediate surroundings, the
artist has in general avoided any surplus
sentimentality and unnecessary l2men-
tation. On the contrary, she uses mean'S
and values inherent in art: spirit, invent-
on, criticism, absurdity, humour and iro'ny-
Indeed, she thinks up some constructivé

social entertainment mediated by the
contemporary mediavia which she draws
attention to the problems and provokes
the desired reactions. We can recognise
Andreja's work as a continuation and con-
temporary version of the creation of social
Sculpture, the diffuse and comprehensive
work that was announced by and in a par-
ticular way affirmed in the last century by
Joseph Beuys. From this point of view, as
already said, this artist understands her
work as animating and setting in motion
mechanisms that will enable the process
of transformation, of social restoration to
health. And when the prime mover for this
or that reasonis no longer present, by the
induction and stimulation of the awarene-
ss and creativity of numerous associated
participants and actors, the idea and the
process survive as a self-sustaining drive
mechanism.

Prema predvidanjima Svjetske zdravstve-
ne organizacije, u 2020. godini depresija
ce zauzeti prvo mjesto medu svim bolesti-
ma u svijetu. Na vrijeme otkrivena, u 90%
slucajeva depresija je izlie€iva, no procje-
njuje se da skoro 50% ljudi koji imaju neki
oblik psihickih poremecaja ne trazi lijec-
nicku pomoc. Razlog tomu je drustvena
stigma koja prati dusevne bolesnike, pa i
Clanove njihovih obitelji i njima bliske oso-
be.

Godine 2010. kustoski je kolektiv Kontej-
ner / biro suvremene umjetnicke prakse,
u sklopu festivala Ekstravagantna tijela,
organizirao izlozbu Ekstravagantni umovi
na koju je kao sudionica pozvana vizualna
umjetnica Andreja Kulunéic. U suradnji s
defektologinjom, socijalnom pedagogi-
njom i psihoteraputkinjom Psihijatrijske
bolnice Vrap¢e, Dubravkom Stijacic ioso-
bama oboljelim od shizofrenije, Andreja
Kuluncic je realizirala rad Destigmatizaci-
ja. Bio je to inicijalni rad istoimenog parti-
cipativnog projekta kojim ¢e u narednim
godinama, koristec¢i umjetnost kao pro-
hodni kanal, tematizirati ovaj problem kroz
dvostruko prelomljeni angazman: osnazi-
vanje oboljelih i osvjestavanje javnosti.
Kasnija video instalacija U krugu, tretira

problem depresije s rodne pozicije, dok
treci segment Vrapcanskijastuci zapoCet
2013., pokrece javni govor o stigmi koja
prati dusevne bolesnike | bolesti. Nastao
u koautorskoj sprezi autorica projekta
Andreje Kulunci¢, Dubravke Stijagi¢, di-
zajnerica kune zlatice (Zlatka Salopek i
Ana Kunej) i Viatke Prstacic¢, voditeljice
kreativnih bolni¢kih radionica i pacijenata
Vrapca, sintencijominfiltriranja u drustve-
nu svakodnevicu, ovaj rad pripada i krece
se heterogenim kulturnim poljem unutar
kojega, koristeci precace i zaobilaznice,
preuzimajuci metode, prikrivajuci i otkri-
vajuci vlastite tragove, egzistira izmedu
umjetnosti kao institucije i njezinih mimi-
krijskih, gotovo samodokidajucih, eksten-
zija u svakodnevnevni zivot. ProiziSao iz
nastojanja umjetnice da javnim govorom
problematizira dominantni  diskrimini-
rajuci stav zajednica prema mentalnim
bolestima i oboljelima, ovaj rad barata
drustvenim stereotipom o dusevnim bo-
lesnicima kao ‘'drugim’ ljudima: opasnim,
ludim ili nesposobnima, zbog ¢ega ih se
potiskuje onkraj drustvenih rubova. Kroz
ironijski govor u prvom licu i ljupki dizajn
jastuénica, upozorava da su porozne gra-
nice mentalnog zdravlja te da ono nije po-

drazumijevajuce stanje ‘zdravih'.
Osmislieni u suradnji autorskog tima i pa-
cilenataiizradeninabolnickim terapijskim
radionicama, jastuci su identifikacijski
predmet i posrednici u dijalogu koji se zeli
pokrenuti. Duhoviti natpis Ja sam u depri,
lijecim se, cuvam ti krevet uzdrmava si-
gurnu zonu ‘normalnin’ objedinjujuci, kroz
ironijski kod, dvostruku simboliku: s jedne
strane sigurnost i toplinu doma, a s druge
zazor od bolesniCke sobe. Ta je uznemiru-
juca unija, krhka ravnoteza suprotstavlje-
nih znacenja, prohod ka destigmatizaciii
dusevno obolielih | poziv na uvazavanje
tude ili svoje takve situacije.

Drugi segment rada javna je kampanija za
destigmatizaciju. Ona kombinira marken-
tiske promotivne strategije, prisutnosti u
medijima, izradu web i facebook stranice
i priklanja se mehanizamima spektakula-
rizacije. Naime, radi se o vrsti kolektivne
lan€ane igre u kojoj se jastuk prenosi ‘od
ruke do ruke’, raznosi po raznim dogada-
njima i prostorima, pri é¢emu se njegovo
kretanje prati, fotografira i objavljuje na
facebook stranici. Od simbolicnog pred-
meta jastuk postaje subjekt, srediSnja
figura sa simpati¢nim simbolickim licem
kojim zagovara svoje obezlicene adre-
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sante. On je aktivirajuci predmet i agens
promijene. Pritom se ne radi samo o me-
tafori ili simbolickoj igri vec o konkretnom
djelovanju predmeta, kao rezultatom um-
jetnickog procesa u kojemu kolaboracija
moze ukljuéiti razliite, i ne samo ljudske,
entitete.

Paralelni tijek kampanije aukcijska je kup-
nja jastuka od Udruge za psihosocijainu
pomoc i rehabilitaciju sa sjedistem u Bol-
nici Vrapce §to predstavija direktnu po-
mo¢ pacijentima u procesu rehabilitacije.

Postavljanje projekta Vrap&anski jastuciu
Galeriji Forum, galerijska je aktivacijarada
i hjegovo privremeno usidrenje u umijet-
nicki kontekst koji rad stalno prekoracuije.
Ustvari, tenzija izmedu autonomije i hete-
ronomije, estetike, reprezentacije i etike,
i jest konstanta suvremene umjetnosti, a
napose kolaborativnih i participacijskih
angaziranih umjetnickih praksi. Umijet-
nost je, kaze Jacques Ranciere, utoliko
umjetnost koliko je i nesto drugo. Ona
balansiraizmedu afirmacije vlastite izdvo-

jenosti unutar drustva i i¢eznuca u sva-

kodnevici kao ne-umjetnost'. Angazirana

umjetnost razmatra potonje.

lako krajnja intencija autorica Vrapéan-

skih jastuka nije referenca u umjetnickom

sistemu, trenutna galerijska postavka, po-

zivada se o projektu govori iz te perspek-

tive, odnosno da ga se kontekstualizira i

sagleda kroz aspekt pripadanja umijetnié-

koj praksi Andreje Kulunéi¢, inicijatorice

1 J.Ranciere: Aesthetics andits Discontents,
prema Roger Sansi: Art, Anthropology and the Gift,
Bloomsbury, 2015.

projekta. Njezin rad obiljezavaju slozeni
interdisciplinarni projekti, kolaborativni i
participirajuéi radovi, angaZirani u pristu-
pu i aktivirajuci u rezultatu. Njima usmie-
rava pogled javnosti na problematicna
mjesta, neravnotezuiloSe spojeve udrus-
tvenoj strukturi koji generiraju stereotipe i
drudtvenu nepravdu. U svojem se radu
posvecuje depriviranim skupinama: otpu-
Stenim radnicama i radnicima, azilantima,
migrantskim radnicima i ilegaliziranim mi-
grantima, maloljetnim majkamaitd. Pritom
ljudi s kojima radi nisu pokazne grupe niti
transferi umjetniCine aktivnosti. Naprotiv,
u procesu oko kojega su okuplieni, oni po-
staju akteriiagensi promjene.
Upravo je promjena temeljno pitanje an-
gazirane umjetnosti. Dolazi li do nje, tko
je njezin nositelj te tko se i kojim kanalima
mijenja? Odnosno: je i angazirana umjet-
nost doista politi¢na ili samo reprezentira
svoju politiénu sliku? Uobicajen prigovor
kritike da instrumentalizira i koristi vec
obespravijene ljude, simplificira pogled,
jer pod isti nazivnik smijeSta - usprkos
razlicitim vidovima participacije i kola-
boracije, intencija autora i cdnosa koji se
uspostavljaju — posve suprotne estetike i
umijetnicke strategije. S druge strane koli-
ko god se €inili udalieni razligiti umjetnicki
i teorijski koncepti, esto se u konaénici
iziednacuju upravo s obzirom na promije-
nu, odnosno njezin izostanak. Primierice:
sudjelovanje zajednice u Rirkrita Tirava-
nije, kuhanje i druzenje u galeriji, usustav-
lieno Bourriaudovim konceptima prijatelj-
ske kulture, svakodnevne mikro-utopije

te relacijske estetike, s jedne strane i
razotkrivanje hegemonijskih drustvenih
obrazaca neoliberalnog kapitalizma bry-
talnim postupcima Santiaga Sierre, poput
tetoviranja nezaposlenih Kubanaca za
nisku naknadu, to ce Claire Bishop oka-
rakterizirati kao potrebni umjetni pakao s
druge, u krajnjem se ishodu ne razlikuju.
Oba autora, naime, u okviru vlastitih este-
tika demonstriraju odredene drustvene
situacije. Pritom sami proizvode odnose
koje zele ogoliti. Ta jalova tautologija ne
pridonosi promjenama, a stvarni su ak-
teri jedino umjetnici pod nepoljulianom
zastitom umjetnickog sistema. Suprotno
tomu autori poput austrijskog kolektiva
WochenKlausur ili Andreje Kulunéic, an-
gaziranu umjetnost vide kao druStvenu
intervenciju. Tu se ne radi o ilustracij,
‘pojacavanju’ ili oslikavanju drustvene he-
gemonije vec o direktnom uplitanju koje
dovodi do pozitivne promjene, procesa
u kojemu sudijeluju i kroz koji prolaze svi
sudionici odredene situacije. Upravo ta-
kav, aktivirajuéi i gradbeni pristup, uvaza-
vanje i iznimna osjetljivost prema skupini
s kojom radi, kao i horizontalna struktura
kolaboracija poéetna su mjesta angazira-
ne umjetniéke prakse Andreje KulunGic i
udaljuju je od relacijske estetike u koju je
kritika Gesto svrstava, a napose od eticki
problematiénoga koncepta umjetnog pa-
kia.

Vidove i dosege drustvenog angazmana

Posjetitelj nije pozvan samo
da kupi jastuk, ¢ime bi pomogao pacijen-
tima bolnice, nego da sudjeluje u njegovo;j
izradi. Kupnja, naime, odrazava hijerarhij-
sku strukturu. Sudjelovanje u izradi vid je
solidarnosti. Osim toga, preuzimanie iste
pozicije, koncentracija, ponavljanje istih
radnjiimplicira sudionistvo. Svaka od ovih
radnji mjesto je identifikacije | zaCetak
komunikacije s nevidljivim parom kaji pro-
lazi proces kolektivne subjektivacije.

saving a bed for you

According to World Health Organisation
forecasts, in 2020 depression is going to
be the number one sickness in the world.
Diagnosed in time, in 90% of cases, de-
pression can be cured, but it is estimated
that almost 50% of people with some kind
of psychological disturbance do not seek
medical help. And the reason for this is
the stigma that society attaches to men-
tal patients as well as to members of their
families and persons close to them.

In 2010, the curatorial collective Kontej-
ner | Bureau of Contemporary Art Pra-
ctice during their Extravagant Bodies

Festival organised an Extravagant Minds

exhibition, in which the visual artist An-

dreja Kulunéi¢ was invited to participate.

In collaboration with speech therapist,

social educator and psychotherapist

Dubravka Stijai¢ and people suffering

from schizophrenia from the Vrapce Psy-

chiatric Hospital, she produced the work

Destigmatisation. This was the initial work

of the eponymous project that in the ye-

ars to come, using art as viable channel,

the artist was to take up this issue, as a
two-pronged engagement: one to em-
power the patients and two to raise the
awareness of the public. The later video

installation Within treated the problem of
depression from a gender position, and
the third segment, Vrapce Pillows, star-
ted in 2013, generated public talk about
the stigma attached to mental patients
and mental ilinesses. Created as a joint
project by the originator, Andreja Ku-
lunéi¢, Dubravka Stijacic, the designers
of kuna zlatica (Zlatka Salopek and Ana
Kunej), Vlatka Prstacic, leader of the cre-
ative workshops of the hospital and the
patients of Vrapce, the intention being to
infiltrate the social guotidian, this work
belongs to and moves within the hetero-
geneous cultural field within which, taking
use of shortcuts and roundabout routes,
taking over methods, revealing and con-
cealing its own traces, existing between
art as institution and its mimic, practically
self-triggering, extensions in everyday
life. Stemming from the endeavour of the
artist to take issue through public speech
with the dominantly discriminatory stand-
point of the community towards mental
sickness and the people who suffer from
it, this work deals with social stereotypes
of mental patients as Other people, dan-
gerous, mad or incapable, because of
which they are pushed to the edges of so-

ciety. Through ironical first person spee-
ch and the pretty designs of the pillows,
reference is made to the porosity of the
border of mental health, which is not the
taken-for-granted condition of the ‘heal-
thy'.

Devised collaboratively by the creative
team and the patients, and made in the
occupational therapy workshops of the
hospital, the pillows are objects of iden-
tification, mediators in the dialogue to be
started. The piquant inscription I'm de-
pressed, being treated, saving a bed for
you rocks the safe zone of the ‘'normal’,
uniting, through its ironical code, a dou-
ble symbolism. One the one hand there
is the warmth and safety of the home, and
on the other, the repugnance aroused by
the hospital ward. This disturbing union,
this fragile equilibrium of juxtaposed me-
anings, is a passage through towards the
destigmatisation of the mentally ill and &
call torespect situations of this kind, one’s
own or others',

The second segment of the work is the
public destigmatisation campaign. It
combines advertising strategies, media
presence, the making of an Internet site
and Facebook page, and adopts the me-

chanisms of spectacularisation. There is
a kind of collective chain game in which
a pillow goes ‘from hand to hand, is ta-
ken around various events and spaces,
its peregrinations being monitored, pho-
tographed and published on Facebook.
From being a symbolic object, the pillow
becomes a subject, a central figure with
a sympathetic symbolic face with which it
intercedes for its depersonalised addre-
ssees. It is an activating object, and agent
of change. And this is not just a metaphor
or asymbolic game, but refers to the con-
crete action of the object, as a result of
the artistic processin which collaboration
can involve diverse, and not only human,
entities.

A parallel strand in the campaign is the
purchase at auction of the pillows from
the Psychosocial Assistance and Reha-
bilitation Society located in Vrapce Hos-
pital, which constitutes direct help to pa-
tients in the process of rehabilitation.
Putting on the project Vrapée Pillows in
the Forum Gallery is the gallery activation
of the work, and its temporary anchoring
in the artistic context that the work con-
stantly transgresses. In fact, the tension
between autonomy and heteronomy, ae-
sthetics, representation and ethics is in
fact a constant of contemporary art, par-
ticularly collaborative, participatory and
engaged art practices. Art, says Jacques
Ranciere, is art insomuch as it is also so-
mething else. It balances between the
endorsement of its own separation wit-
hin society and its disappearance in the

everyday world as non-art! Engaged art
considers the latter.

Although the ultimate intention of the au-
thors of Vrapée Pillows is not to build up a
reputation in the art system, the current
gallery set-up asks the project to be spo-
ken of fromthis perspective as well, thatis,
to be contextualised within and seen from
the aspect of its belonging to the artistic
practice of Andreja Kuluncic, initiator of
the project. Her work is characterised by
very complex interdisciplinary projects,
collaborative and participatory works,
engaged in their approach and activating
in result. They are used to turn the gaze of
the public to problem areas, to imbalan-
ces and faulty connections in the social
structure that generate stereotypes and
social injustice. In her work she dedicates
herself to deprived groups: labour made
redundant, asylum seekers, migratory
workers and illegalised migrants, unde-
rage mothers and so on. The people with
whom she works are not demonstration
groups and are not transfers of the artist's
activity. On the contrary, in the process
around which they are gathered, they be-
come actors and agents of change.

And it is change that is the fundamental
issue of engaged art. Is it being approac-
hed, who are its bearers and who is being
changed and by which channels? Or in
other words, is engaged art really politi-

cal, or does it just represent its own poli-
tical image? The usual complaint of criti-
cism that it instrumentalises and exploits
people who are already disempowered
simplifies the view, for it places under the
same denominator - notwithstanding
the various forms of participation and
collaboration, authorial intention and the
relations that are set up — entirely oppo-
site aesthetic and artistic strategies. And
yet, however distant various artistic and
theoretical concepts might seem, ulti-
mately they are equalised precisely with
respect to change, or the lack of it. For
example: community participation in Rir-
krit Tiravanija, cooking and hanging out
in the gallery, systematised by Bourria-
ud's concept of friendly culture, everyday
micro-utopia and relational aesthetics on
the one hand, or on the other the reve-
lation of the hegemonic social patterns
of neoliberal capitalism in the brutal pro-
cedures of Santiago Sierra such as the
tattooing of unemployed Cubans for a
mere pittance, which Claire Bishop has
characterised as the necessary artificial
hell, are ultimately not to be differentiated.
Both artists, within the framework of the-
ir own aesthetics, demonstrate certain
social situations. They themselves pro-
duce the relations they wish to lay bare.
This barren tautology does not lead to
change, and the real actors are only the
artists, protected unwaveringly by the art
system. As against this, artists like the Au-
strian collective WochenKlausur or An-
dreja Kulunéi¢ see engaged art as social
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intervention. Itis not illustration, reinforce-
ment or imaging of the social hegemony
that are at issue, rather the direct interfe-
rence that does lead to positive changes,
aprocess in which all the participants of a
given situation take part and through whi-
ch they pass. It is just such an activating
and constructive approach, with respect
for and an exceptional sensitivity to the
group with which she works, as well as
the horizontal structure of the collaborati-
ve undertakings, that are the starting po-
intfor the engaged art practice of Andreja
Kulunéi¢ and distance her from the rela-
tional aesthetics in which criticism often
places her, and above all from the ethica-
lly dubious concept of artificial hells.

The forms and achievements of social
engagement in art were covered by Ame-
rican artist and independent curator Ted
Purvesin the book What We Want is Free:
Generosity and Exchange in Recent Art.
Starting off from the conception of ‘gift’
asaform of exchange of goods and servi-
ces and as medium of artistic production,
he analyses participatory art practices,
defining them, with respect to the degree
and shape of involvement of the partici-
pants, through four categories. The last,
which he calls social aesthetics, develops
callaboration by art and community to
the ultimate: art provides an institutional
framework, resources and sources of
financing for the production of a non-ar-
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tistic community project.? Vrapée Pillows
is an epitome of this type of collaboration,
it would be worth spending a little more
time on the set up in the gallery. Through
the spatial disposition of the premises,
the temporary workshop with a recon-
struction of the making of the pillows in
which, for compensation, the former pa-
tients help, in the ground floor zone, and
in the archival campaign upstairs, the se-
gments of the project are united. But what
the exhibition provides is the involvement
of the visitor in the making process. A visi-
toris asked not just to buy a pillow, helping
thereby the patients of the hospital, but
also to take part in the making. Purchase
expresses a hierarchical structure. Parti-
cipation in the making is a form of solida-
rity. In addition, in adoption of the same
position, concentration, repetition of the
same actions, complicity isinvolved. Each
of these actionsis a place of identification
and the initiation of communication with
the invisible pair that passes through a
process of political subjectivisation. This
is political subjectivisation. Communicati-
on on the other hand implies changeable
relations of power, which is manifested in
the constantly changing positions of the
parties to the conversation. And so the
communicative action that is produced
in the gallery is the basis for identification
and change of personal and public spee-
ch. In this sense, the work is political.
