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DZAMONJA



ISHODISTA DZAMONJINIH OBLIKA

Svojim je djelom Dusan Dzamonja nazocan u suvremenoj hrvatskoj i

europskoj umjetnosti vise od pola stoljeca. Dakako da ova konstata-

cija nije tek u cinjenici koja bi nam govorila o tom dugom vremenskom

razdoblju u kojemu bi valjalo iscitavati njegovo kiparstvo kao plodan

i golem opus samo s tog vremenskog aspekta, vec nadasve, i kao

jedinstven stvaraladki din kojim je prosirio prostor umjetnosti i

obiljezio to vrijeme u kojemu je djelo nastajalo. A da je Diamonja

iznimno znacajan promotor novoga kiparskog izraza bilo je evidentno

vec na njegovoj prvoj samostalnoj izlozbi i jednako tako, na prvim

spomenickim skulpturama radenim pocetkom pedesetih godina u

kojima je takoder inaugurirao svoj osebujni idiom i, kako je ved

primijedeno “razvio svoj prepoznatljivi stil”. Tu dinamidnu aktivnost

nastavit de i u sestom (spomenidke skulpture u Podgaridu i zagreba- 

ckoj Dubravi) te, napose, u sedmom desetljecu kada nastaju njegovi

najpoznatiji radovi (Kozara, Barletta... i dr.), potvrdujudi istodobno da

u toj, upravo pokrenutoj i golemoj aktivnosti koncipira i svoje nove

skulpture (dakako i ove datirane pocetkom ovog stoljeca, Zagreb,

Mirogoj). Takoder i one u manjim dimenzijama, kao i one sto streme

visinama i prostranstvima, kojima svojemu stvaralastvu pocinje

rastvarati siroka i dvrsta krila za visoki i dugi let na koji se uputio.

U tim prvotnim nabojima iz pedesetih godina, kada duhovnost

prozima materiju, a oblici stvaraju svoj prepoznatljiv prostor, kipareva

de snazna gesta kroz cijelu drugu polovicu minuloga stoljeca

emanirati u silovitim zamasima preko njegovih okvira u novo

tisudljede, stvarajuci brojna djela u tom vremenskom razdoblju, medu

kojima neka imaju nedvojbenu antologijsku vrijednost.



ORIGINS OF DZAMONJA’S FORMS

Dusan Dzamonja's career spans more than half a century. This

is not merely a long period of time over which the artist

produced an impressive oeuvre; what we have here is a

sustained creative act that has been going on for over fifty years,

pushing the boundaries of art and leaving an indelible imprint on

contemporary Croatian and European art. At his very first solo

exhibition, Dzamonja already proved to be an important

promoter of the new sculptural idiom and went on to develop his

own unique style in his monuments from the early 1950s. He

worked with equal vigor in the 1960s (monuments in Podgaric

and Dubrava in Zagreb) and particularly in the 1970s when he

produced his best known works (Kozara, Barletta ...). This

dynamic force is vibrantly present in his more recent works,

including those from the early years of the new century (Zagreb,

Mirogoj Cemetery) - both small pieces and large public

sculptures that conquer wide open spaces, winged and ready

for a long creative flight. From the initial burst of energy in the

1950s, when he blended the material with the spiritual and

allowed his forms to shape a recognizable space, this powerful

sculptor has continued to explore the possibilities of art into the

new millennium, creating a number of works that have acquired

a classic status.



Izrastajuci iz bogate kiparske bastine Dzamonja legitimira kontinuitet kao

sigumu popudbinu svojih profesora, Krsinica, Radausa i Augustincica koji

su utjecali na njegovo mladenacko sazrijevanje, a u tom je kontekstu mladi

kipar i poceo izgradivati svoj odnos prema kiparstvu, kao i njegovom

naslijedu aktualiziranom u vrijednostima prepoznatljivim u sadasnjem

vremenu. Medutim, to nece zaustaviti njegovu sve vecu stvaralacku

radoznalost koja ne prestaje traziti i brojne druge poticaje. Dakako, da ih

nalazi i tamo gdje nisu bliske poveznice s poznatim tradicijskim zasadama,

a, napose, u duhovnom ozracju stvaranom u djelima brojnih suvremenih

europskih umjetnika. Stovise, svoju spoznaju o kiparstvu produbljivat de i

na drugim vrijednostima i iskustvima, primjerice, onom milenijskog egi-

patskog kiparstva, ili onoga sto ga je modelirala nevina ruka primitivnog

umjetnika. Mozda je te prvotne poticaje i ishodidta najpreciznije formulirao

sam kipar ovim rijedima: “Geneza mojih apstraktnih oblika nije u porijeklu

geometrijskog vec mog figurativnog iskustva. Moje podetno umjetnicko

iskustvo zasnivalo se uglavnom na tri terne: glava (portreti), figura i zivo-

tinjska figure. Tako su iz glava i portreta proizasli kruzni i ovaloidni oblici,

iz figura vertikalni, dok sam iz zivotinjskih figura desto komponirao hori-

zontalne kompozicije koje su kasnije postali temelji za moja prostomo-

plasticna istrazivanja U tom smislu neke sam svoje skulpture pretvarao u 

velike razmjere arhitektonskih vizija” A upravo u ovim prvotnim potica-

jima cvrsto je uporiste njegova stvaralastva na kojima de se i granati

snazno stablo Dzamonjina kiparstva, kroz njegova plodna desetljeca i u

brojnim djelima, kao i u novijim crtezima i skulpturama ciji je recentni izbor

na ovoj izlozbi kojom zelimo obiljeziti kiparevu osamdesetu godinu i tu

iznimnu stvaralacku vitalnost.

Sazimajuci njegove znacajke Radovan Ivandevic zakljucuje da se

“...ono neprekidno svrstava u istrazivacki i inovatorski sastav autora

i sustav vrijednosti. Dzamonjino je djelo osobno, jedinstveno i neza-

mjenjivo, jer je prozelo sve pore kiparskog umijeca od grade i tehnike

do kompleksnih spomenika urbanih razmjera i uvijek ce pouzdano

trajati u slici vremena.”

No, nedvojbeno da jedno od temeljnih ishodista ovoga kiparstva treba

traziti i u “..procesu pounutrasnjenja” koji prozima emocionalnim i

psiholoskim sastavnicama izrazito snaznih simbolidkih konotacija

cjelokupno stvaralastvo. A taj je proces i sazeo elementarnom

snagom kipareva jezika egzistencijalisticke nemire u tajanstvo forme

i u njezinu misticnost.

Growing from a rich sculptural heritage, Dzamonja embraced the

legacy of his teachers Krsinic, Radaus and Augustincic who

influenced him in his formative years; it was under their guidance that

he developed his ideas about sculpture, its past and present values.

His creative curiosity, however, prompted him to look for new

challenges. He found them beyond tradition, particularly in the output

of contemporary European sculptors, as well as in the millennial

Egyptian sculpture and the works of primitive artists. Dzamonja

himself perhaps best explains it: “My abstract forms did not originate

from geometry but rather from my figurative experiences. My early

artistic work was based mainly on three themes: head (portraits),

figure and animal figure. The heads and portraits evolved into circular

and oval shapes, the figures into vertical shapes, while I often

arranged animal figures in horizontal compositions that opened the

way for my investigations into space and plasticity. In this sense, I

turned some of my sculptures into large size architectural vision.”

This is the foundation from which Dzamonja's art grew as a

magnificent tree, branching into numerous works, including

more recent drawings and sculptures which are presented at the

exhibition marking the sculptor's 80th birthday.

Summing up its characteristics, Radovan Ivancevic concluded that

“...Dzamonja's work is personal, unique and one of a kind because

it permeated every capillary of the art of sculpture, from structure

and technique to complex monuments of urban dimensions, and

it will last forever in the flow of time”. But there is no doubt that the

core lies in the “process of internalization” that allows Dzamonja

to densely pack his output with emotional and psychological

elements of deep symbolic connotations. Through the elementary

power of the artistic expression, this process transforms the

existential restlessness into the mystery of form.
