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TROSTMAN
SKLAD I VEDRINA

U suvremenom hrvatskom slikarstvu djelo
Josipa Trostmana u svemu je specificno.
Osobitost ove umjetnosti ogleda se
prvenstveno u jasnom i definiranom izrazu
kojega je ovaj slikar, nije pretjerano
zapistati, izgradio u samozatajnom radu
svojega ateliera u rodnom Dubrovniku.
Miran i stalozen Trostman je, mimo bilo
kojih aktualnosti izgradivao svoju poetiku, i
kako je vec primjetio Tonko Maroevic "bez
trendovskih uporista, aksioloski je podrza-
no samom srecom stvaranja i cistocom
izrazavanja”.

Upravo je u rodnom gradu i nasao uporiste
svojoj umjetnosti, u starim zdanjima,
Ijetnikovcima koji odisu stoljetnim mirom i
spokojom te, isto tako u krajoliku koji
prozima podneblje svakodnevnice u kojoj
zivi ovaj slikar. Okrenut, dakle, iskljucivo
svojim slikarskim razlozima i preokupa-
cijama Trostman je u njima i kroz njih trazio
i smisao svojoj umjetnosti. Nije gradio svoj
izraz na deskripciji, na "citatima" poznatih
predlozaka, dapace, njegov je pristup
koncentriran na bitno, osloboden svega

suvidenog. Iznimnim, tankdutnim smislom
za boju i kompoziciju on je senzibilitetom
koloriste precizirao svoj slikarski stav.
On ne poseze za doslovnim prepisom bilo
kojeg motiva vec ga prije rastvara, razlaze.
Primjetna je, dakle, analitidnost postupka.
Laganim, gotovo neznatnim "naznakama"
boje na mjestima tek asocijacijom "dodi-
ruje" predlozak a, kadkada, opet, jasno
naznacuje "lice" motiva. Naglasenim osje-.
cajem za red, sustav i mjeru ovo slikarstvo
zrcali i te karakteristike podneblja iz kojega
dolazi, dakle, - mediterana. Nedvojbeno
mediteransko ozracje prozima svekoliko
stvaralastvo Josipa Trostmana u kojemu
demo i prepoznati i jednu gotovo dionizijku
radost stvaralastva, jer, cesto se, upravo
taj osjecaj za boju i matericnost slike
pokazuje senzualnom i, zamalo, hedo-
nistickim. Disciplinom, i u svemu speci-
ficnom redukcijom motiva na njegovu bit
Trostman taj isti "kadar" obraduje na samo
sebi svojstven nacin. Upravo je taj po-
stupak, mukotrpno izgradivan kroz minula
desetljeca, osigurao ovom slikarstvu sa-
svim izdvojeno mjesto u kontekstu nase
suvremene umjetnosti. Iznimnom metiers-
kom kulturom te, u svemu specificnim sli­
karskim postupkom ovaj je umjetnik jasno i
konzemkventno izgradio svoju poetiku.
Nema dvojbe da je on badtinik slavne
koloristicke tradicije i da je kroz nju trazio
svoj izraz.

U slikarstvu Josipa Trostmana prije demo
prepoznati lirika istancana nerva za detalj
u kojemu je i skrivena ona vjekovna tajna
stvaralastva koja sazima - mikrokozmos - i
koja nas udi da je upravo u - malom -
veliko. Realizirajudi ciklus slika na motive
krajolika ovaj je umjetnik nedvojbeno
podvukao i potvrdio svoju slikarsku
individualnost, ucvrstio svoj idiom, s jasnim
i prepoznatljivim stilskim karakteristikama.
Time se, nema dvojbe, njegov udio u
suvremenom hrvatskom slikarstvu
potvrduje kao bitan i dragocjen prilog, u
kojemu prepoznajemo konteplativnog i
melankolidnog lirika. Pjesnik svojega
podneblja i grada stvorio je prepoznatljivu
metaforiku i simboliku na kozmopolitskim
premisama.

TROSTMAN
HARMONY AND SERENITY

The art of Josip Trostman is entirely
specific in modern Croatian painting. The
peculiarity of his art is primarily in a clearcut
and well defined expression that this
painter - which is no exaggeration to say -
has developed during his self-effacing
atelier work in his native Dubrovnik. Silent
and composed, independent of any
topical trends, Trostman has been
developing hip poetics "without any
trendist footholds, supported in his values
by the very happiness of creation and
purity of expression", as put at an earlier
date by Tonko Maroevic.

In is his native city that he’s found his
foothold in, amidst those ancient buildings,
summer residences exuding century-old
peace and quiet, the landscape pervading
the climate of everyday life that this painter
is a part of, completely engrossed in his
painting preoccupations, Trostman has
sought in them and through them the
sense of his art. He has not been
developing his style on description, on
known "quotations". His approach is
centred on essence, freed of anything
superfluous. With his exceptional and
delicate sense for colour and composition
he has precisely defined hip painting
attitude with the sensibility of a colourist.

He doesn't strive for the copy of a motif,
he analyzes it before taking it up. His
approach is, therefore, markedly analytical.
With light, hardly perceptible touches of
paint he only "touchingly" suggests his
sample and sometimes, on the other
hand, clearly portrays the "face" of a
motive. With its outstanding sense for
order, system and measure, this painting
also reflects the features of its locality, the
Mediteranean. Indeed, the indisputably
Mediterranean atmosphere is detectable in
his art as a whole with an almost Dionysian
joy of creation. It is precisely this feeling for
colour and the material quality of picture
that renders his art sensual, even
hedonistic. Through his discipline and his
specific tendency to reduce the motif to its
essence Trostman handles his subject­
matter in his own way. It is this method,
developed with a tremendous effort in the
past several decades, that has assured
his art a very special place in our
contepmporary art. Owing to his highly
cultivated workmanship and his entirely
specific painting procedure, this painter
has developed his poetics clearly and
consequentially. He is certailnly an heir to
the brilliant colourist tradition and it is
certainly in this tradition that he's fought
for his style.

The work by Josip Trostman betrays a lyrist
with a delicate sense for detail that
harbours that age-old secret of creation
involving "microcosmos", teaching us that
the small makes the big. Having completed
a landscape-inspired painting cycle, this
artist has confirmed his individuality and
his idiom with clear and recognizable traits
of style. This surely makes his share in the
contemporary Croatian painting an
important and precious contribution
identifiable as contemplative and
melancholiac lyricism. As a poet of his
native region and city he has created a
metaphor and a symbol on cosmopolitan
foundations.
