Vodena jedino osjetom opipa, sanjana i

snovidena mentalna slika pretvara se iz amorfne gline u formu. lako

u nejednakoj poziciji u odnosu na umjetnike s akademskim

likovnim obrazovanjem, njen kiparski izricaj je zadivljujuci.

Razvijena imaginacija, nepodilazenje uzorima i velik inspirativni

ulog, otkrivaju nam izuzetnu spretnost i vjestinu oblikovanja gline te

naglasavaju smisao za komponiranje volumena. Stoga, upoznajmo
te forme i komunicirajmo s njima na neuobicajen nacin, ucinimo

paradigmatski obrat u misaonom poimanju skulpture, udimo u

dijalog koji se odvija putem dodira, osjetimo pod prstima snagu

grube i tople teksture terakote ili pak glatkocu polirane, hladne

bronce, otkrijmo sami sebi umjetnost na nacin na koji je stvara

umjetnica. Taj osobit i osoban cin taktilne percepcije umjetnosti

otkrit ce nam zasigurno nesto novo u nama, nama do sada
nepoznato, pomoci ce nam shvatiti koliko je oko povodljivo i kako

ga se lako moze zavesti, a cjelovit dozivljaj i samoosvjescivanje

taktilne impresije zasigurno ce nas potaknuti na razmisljanje.

Autorica je nesputana u svom izricaju i ne trudi se slijediti odredene

stilove ili pravce, a njezina je jedina vodilja iskrenost. Za ovu

prigodu izabrani motivi iz Sanjinog stvaralastva su portreti ljudi i

zivotinja. Ljudski portreti nastali su prema stvarnim osobama ili su

plod imaginacije, dok se portreti iz svijeta zivotinja temelje na dva

ljudima vrlo bliska motiva, psu i konju, izrazavajuci tako Sanjinu

povezanost s prirodom, potrebu imanentnu svakom ljudskom bicu.

Svim je radovima zajednicka prilagodenost korespondiranja s

fizickim i osjetilnim mogucnostima dlana i prstiju. Za aktivnu

komunikaciju sa skulpturom u prostorno vremenskom rasponu ne

mozemo se zaustaviti tek na jednostavnoj razini identifikacije, vec

ona postaje takva zbog interakcije s likovnim djelom kada ulazemo

svoj osobni prilog satkan od naseg iskustva, sjecanja i snova.

Rarely, in our haste, do we manage to revel in the life that

surrounds us in all of its beauty. We overlook the world of scent,

the world of flavour the world of colour. We do not pause to relish

the vibrant hues of a sunset, to enjoy the dew on the first spring

grass. We do not hear the spectacular conversations of the birds,

and we do not inhale the scent of freshly baked bread. All this

surrounds us, and we are unaware of it. Failing to appreciate this

gift, we recklessly hurry through life with a constant lack of time.

Therefore, let us stop for a moment and look around ourselves. Let

us touch the world and discover the magical details that create it.

Sanja does not see the dew on the grass, she cannot hear the

birds singing, but she intimately feels the world surrounding her.

That, and much more. Let us be enlightened by her immense

internal strength and use it as a driving force to make us feel alive

and conscious of our path in life. That kind of genuine creative
enthusiasm does not come from the outside, but from the inside,

from within ourselves, from our soul - it is eternal. Sanja's

personality and art capture one s attention but not simply because

she is unconventional, where one would only superficially view her

art as an expression of universal human affinity, but because they

encourage us to think about how genuine art knows no

boundaries. Sanja has, by using her sensibility, creative curiosity,

passion, and power of imagination, created a self-aware art

personality. Let us enter the magical world of Sanja Falisevac's

sculpture. Her spontaneity and subtlety, sincerity and creativity,

endless emotion and imagination, gently touch the world, sensing

the vibrations of life and transforming them with her fingers and

palms into marvelous statuary forms. Led solely by sense of the

touch, phantasmagoric mental images are converted from

amorphous clay into shapes. Although Sanja has not received a

formal art education, her statuary expression is astonishing. With a

developed imagination, distinct independence from other artists,

and a great inspirational investment, Sanja reveals a remarkable

skill and dexterity of sculpting clay. Therefore, let us acquaint

ourselves with those forms and communicate with them in an

unconventional way, making a paradigmatic shift in understanding

sculpture, entering a dialogue that takes place through touch. Let

our fingers feel the strength of the rough and warm texture of

terracotta or the smoothness of polished, cold bronze, discovering

for ourselves the art as it was created by the artist. This distinct and

private experience of a tactile encounter with art will certainly allow

us to discover something new within ourselves, unknown, until

now. It will help us understand how deceptive vision can be, while
the awakening experience of sensory expression will positively

encourage us to start thinking. The artist is uninhibited in her

expression and does not try to follow a certain style or direction;

her only guide is honesty. For this occasion, the chosen motifs

from Sanja's work are portraits of people and animals. The human
portraits are created after real people, or as a result of imagination,

while portraits from the animal world are based on two motives -

the dog and the horse, expressing Sanja's connection to nature, a
need inherent to every human being. All pieces of art work

correspond with the physical and tactile capacities of her palms

and fingers. In order to actively communicate with the sculpture in

the realm of time and space, we should not stop at the simple level

of identification, but draw upon our own personal experiences,

memories and dreams. As Shakespeare would say, we are such

stuff as dreams are made of, and Sanja transforms her dreams into

art. Therefore, at least for a moment, let us feel what Sanja feels.

Let us feel the vibrations of life under our fingers. Let us enlighten

ourselves with infinity, as she does.

Zavrsilaje Skolu primijenjene umjetnosti, odjel

keramike i tehnike tkanja, ali slijedeci svoj unutarnji senzibilitet

uskoro se opredjeljuje za cisto kiparstvo, pa godinu dana provodi

u ateljeu akademskog kipara Zelimira Janesa na Akademiji

likovnih umjetnosti, pripremajuci se za studij kiparstva koji

nazalost nije upisala.

BIOGRAPHY
Sanja Falisevac was born on July 4, 1965 in Pozega. In 1974, she

moved to Zagreb where she started her unique education. At the

age of nine, she started showing the first signs of artistic

expression. An art teacher, Ms. Perina Pintar taught Sanja initially,

whilst later support came from professional sculptor, Ms Nada Orel,

resulting in Sanja's further artistic development. Sanja completed

her secondary education at the School of Applied Arts, in the

Department of Ceramics and Weaving Techniques, but her inner

ambition was geared towards sculpting. She spent a year working

with sculptor, Zelimir Janes at the Academy of Arts, preparing

herself to study sculpting. Unfortunately, she has not been able to

enter the Academy. During 1994, Sanja worked with sculptor,

Ryszard Stryjecky in Poland. Sanja is a member of the Association

of Applied Artists of Croatia. So far, she has had 12 independent

exhibitions and has participated in 9 group exhibitions. She also

writes poetry. In 2007, The City of Zagreb enabled Sanja to use its

premises at the Trg Bana Jelacica as an atelier.
